The Optiq has a 300-hp dual-motor powertrain with an 85-kWh battery,
and went 292 miles in our 70-mph highway-range test. Home charging

is relatively quick, thanks in part to an 11.5-kW onboard charger. Quick
and quiet, the Optiq rides comfortably and handles responsively. The
dash houses a 33-inch display that encompasses instrument panel and
infotainment system functions. While there are physical buttons for many
controls, Android Auto and Apple CarPlay are not available. The Optiq
has a comprehensive suite of standard safety and driving assistance
features, including the Super Cruise hands-free driving system.

The Blazer EV shares its platform with the Cadillac Lyrig. The AWD version
we tested managed a respectable 278 miles in our 70-mph highway-range
test. It has an 11.5-kW onboard charger that facilitates relatively quick
home charging (about 10 hours on 240 volts). But its 150-kW DC fast char-
ger acceptance rate isn't anything special. A FWD version is available.
Power delivery is smooth and linear, but the ride is stiff and handling isn't
particularly agile. We like that it has conventional door handles and a rear
wiper. The large infotainment screen integrates Google maps and voice
assistant, but Android Auto and Apple CarPlay are not available.

The Vistiq three-row electric SUV went 292 miles in our 70-mph highway-
range test. Its 615 hp from two electric motors makes the Vistiq quick yet
also quiet. It has an 11.5-kW onboard charger for relatively speedy home
charging of its 102-kWh battery, and a robust 190-kW max acceptance
rate at DC fast chargers. The air suspension keeps the SUV settled and
controlled, and helps give it responsive handling. Regen braking can be
applied using a paddle on the steering wheel. Controls are a bit convo-
luted, with several functions taking multiple steps, and Android Auto and
Apple CarPlay aren't available. GM's Super Cruise system is standard.

The Colorado midsized pickup comes only in a crew-cab, short-bed con-
figuration with a 310-hp turbo four-cylinder paired with an eight-speed
automatic. The engine packs a healthy midrange punch, but there are
noticeable vibrations at low revs, and it sounds unrefined when pushed
hard. Rear- and four-wheel drive are offered. Ride comfort is relatively
refined for a pickup, and handling is reasonably responsive. The front
seat and driving position are significantly improved from previous
versions. Unfortunately, the rear seat is quite cramped, and the step-in
height is high. On the other hand, most controls are easy to use.

Cadillac's XT5 luxury SUV is powered by either a 2.0-liter turbo
four-cylinder or a 3.6-liter V6. Both are linked to a nine-speed automatic.
With the V6, the XT5 feels lethargic in everyday driving, despite posting
decent outright acceleration in our tests; the turbo four-cylinder feels more
energetic, in spite of its lower horsepower rating. The XT5 handles soundly,
and the ride is firm yet absorbent. Comfortable front seats, excellent fit
and finish, and a quiet cabin lend the XT5 a luxurious feel. The controls are
easy to use, and the current electronic gear selector is better than the old
L-shaped one. BSW and RCTW are not available on the base trim.

The Corvette's mid-mounted, 495-hp, 6.2-liter V8 is coupled to a
rapid-shifting eight-speed, dual-clutch automatic. It took just 3.4 seconds
to sprint from 0 to 60 mph in our tests. Handling agility is superlative,
with immediate turn-in response and almost zero body roll. Yet the

ride is tolerable with the optional adaptive suspension. Rear and side
visibility, as well as cabin access, are severely hampered. The cargo area
aft of the engine can hold the removable targa top and a soft-sided

bag or two. Other versions include the AWD E-Ray hybrid, 670-hp Z06,
1,064-hp ZR1, and 1,250-hp ZR1X. BSW and RCTW are optional.

The five-passenger Blazer emphasizes styling and comfort over utility.
Most versions get a 2.0-liter turbocharged four-cylinder that supplies
ample power. A V6 comes on the sportier RS, but fuel economy drops to
just 19 mpg overall. The Blazer rides and handles well, and is quiet. Con-
trols are easy to use, but the low dash vents direct air to front occupants’
knees and elbows instead of their upper body. Rear visibility is restricted
because of the sloping roofline and thick rear roof pillars. A 10-inch center
infotainment screen comes standard, and adaptive cruise control is now
more widely available. BSW and RCTW are unavailable on the base trim.

The Equinox has a pleasant powertrain and decent handling, but some
of the controls are unintuitive to use. The result is that it doesn't stand out
in the crowded small SUV segment. The 1.5-liter turbo four-cylinder feels
energetic in everyday driving but doesn't have much power in reserve.
The eight-speed automatic works well most of the time, barring some
bumpy shifts. We managed 25 mpg overall for the AWD model we tested,
which trails the class leaders. The ride is mostly comfortable, handling is
responsive but not sporty, and stopping distances are competitive. The
front seats are reasonably comfortable, and the rear seat is spacious.
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
